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Wireless Literacy is Program Goal

With 130 schools on board, the ARRL Edu-
cation & Technology Program (ETP) -- adlso
known as "the Big Project”--has set its
sights on transforming the teaching of wire-
less technology in the US. ETP Coordinator
Mark Spencer, WA8SME, acknowledges
that incorporating what he calls "wireless
literacy" into the broader educational land-
scape is not something that will happen
overnight. Even so, he believes the ETP not
only can have arolein developing afavor-
able climate for wireless literacy and estab-
lishing it as an educational mainstay but in
ultimately setting academic standards.
Spencer says reaching teachersfirst is key.

"Y ou've got to have a jazzed teacher,"
Spencer stresses, pointing out that many
teachers remain uncomfortable with wire-
less technology and are unaware of the best
ways to teach it. To address this, the ETP
last summer sponsored its first Teachers
Institute on Wireless Technology, an inten-
sive weeklong, session aimed at getting the
nine attendees up to speed on wireless and
electronics technology basics and how to
teach them.
